Engineering Stream Director

Purpose: 
The Engineering Stream Director is responsible for ensuring effective communication between the Engineering Society’s executive council and the engineering student body. The Stream Director will further improve cohesiveness within the engineering student body by acting according to the strategic direction set by the executive council.
Duties and Responsibilities:
The Stream Director will be primarily responsible for communication between members of their particular engineering stream and the Engineering Society. The Stream Director will meet with the Engineering Society’s executive council on a regular basis. During these meetings, the Stream Director will be responsible for:
· Forwarding all concerns/suggestions raised by members of the engineering student body

· Relaying all significant developments/updates from the Engineering Society to the student body

· Raising awareness of events hosted by the Engineering Society

· Liaising with the VP Academic and VP Internal
Requirements:
To be eligible for the Engineering Stream Director position, the student must be:

· Currently enrolled in an engineering program at York University

· Willing and able to commit at least 1 to 2 hours per week for council meetings

· A motivated and positive thinking individual

· Able to demonstrate leadership qualities that fellow students can look up to
· Able to make themselves available to engineering students who wish to communicate their questions, ideas, or concerns to the Engineering Society
· Prepared to assist with events hosted by the Engineering Society
Election Process:
This position is currently available to any engineering student who wishes to play an integral role in the strengthening of the engineering community at York University. No formal interview or application process is required. However, the individual must attend a meet and greet session to get acquainted with Engineering Society’s executive council.
